	Nails or other invasive fasteners
	Tools

	Pets 
	Spray paint

	Miniature refrigerators
	Adhesive light strips

	Drug/Alcohol Advertisements and paraphernalia
	Decorations that a reasonable person would find offensive or that target a specific group of people.
